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General Installation

1. Remove roofing tiles or lift roof sheets to achieve an opening to fit the Roof

Extenda bracket.

2. Bolt angle bracket with the threaded rod to the selected rafter with 2 x M12
hex bolts. Secure the bracket to the top plate with 2-M10 coach screws
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through the two lower bottom holes.

3. Replace roof tiles or roof sheet, cutting a hole to allow the threaded
rod to penetrate the roof.
4. Ensure you seal the centre hole in the top bracket prior to attaching

pergola or carport beam, for further weather proofing.

Care Instructions

Roof Extenda recommends painting mild steel brackets before installation. Brackets to be
cleaned and inspected yearly and re-coated if required.

e Cut the rubber cone at least 15mm smaller than the top
bracket pipe’s outside diameter with a sharp pair of
scissors.
